In the S1 Music class pupils learn how to play a range of instruments —
keyboard, glockenspiel, guitar, drum kit and ukulele. Pupils will also take
part in class singing, use iPads to learn about Music technology and use
Garage Band to create their own pieces of music.

With 7 Instrumental Instructors in the school throughout the week, there is
also the opportunity to learn to play an orchestral instrument — brass,
woodwind, or strings. These additional lessons are free of charge within
Glasgow. Enthusiasm and a willingness to practice outwith the classroom
are all that is required.

In addition, pupils will learn about Music Literacy, how music is written, and
listen to a wide range of music from different styles.

S1 begin the year by studying Brazil and the Amazon Rainforest.

Pupils explore the vibrant country, the languages, the culture, and the city
of Rio de Janeiro. They then take a trip along the Amazon River to deep
within the Amazon Rainforest where investigate the indigenous tribes, their
lifestyles, clothing, food, hunting practices and the important connection
they have to the natural world around them.

During their second rotation of Geography pupils study Map Skills. Pupils
are taught the foundation of the geographical skills which they will use
throughout their time at school and beyond. The Geography department
has worked in conjunction with the Maths department to develop this
course, and it allows pupils to transfer their skills learned in Maths to
Geography classes, including scale and coordinates.

Health and Food Technology is a positive and interactive department.

We will teach you the best life skills — how to cook, safely use equipment,
learn how to follow a healthy diet, and avoid dietary diseases.
